
2023 Legislative Priorities

 Support legisla� on and budget appropria� ons that would allow New York to replenish 
the Unemployment Insurance (UI) trust fund without overburdening businesses with high 
UI tax bills, specifi cally the interest assessment, as businesses recover from the pandemic.

 Support cri� cal funding for current agricultural animal health (such as the Avian 
Disease Program), promo� on, research, and environmental programs in the fi nal FY 
22/23 state budget.

 Support farmers in their eff orts to adapt to and mi� gate climate change through 
funding of cri� cal programs in the Environmental Protec� on Fund and legisla� ve 
programs that support on-farm renewable energy.

 Solar development and the aggregate value of solar lease payments should be 
u� lized as poten� al development value when property is appraised for PDR values or 
similar farmland preserva� on programs.

 Support the development of solar energy that balances private property rights and 
the current and future land needs of agriculture in the state. Whenever possible, prime 
soils and ac� vely farmed lands should be avoided in favor of previously disturbed or 
fallow lands and roo� op development for distributed genera� on.

 Oppose any altera� on to Soil and Water Conserva� on District laws that would 
change the make-up, mission and func� on of the State and County Soil and Water 
Conserva� on Districts without the statutorily-required inclusion and input from County 
Boards of Supervisors, or county legislatures, New York Farm Bureau, the New York State 
Grange, NYS Department of Agriculture and Markets, and the four-way partnership 
(NRCS, NYACD, the State Commi� ee, and the Employees Associa� on) of the Soil and 
Water District system.
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 Con� nue funding to support the Nourish-NY program to help farmers provide local, 
healthy food to underserved and food-insecure communi� es in the state.

 Oppose legisla� on increasing the state’s minimum wage, un� l there is a na� onal 
wage standard to allow New York’s businesses to compete on a na� onal basis.

 Oppose legisla� on that prohibits the use of agricultural chemical protectants and 
support strong DEC’s regulatory authority over pes� cide registra� on in accordance with 
sound science.

 Support legisla� on allowing direct-to-consumer shipping for all New York-produced 
farm beverages, including beer, cider, and dis� llates.

 Oppose Extended Producer Responsibility legisla� on that doesn’t require consumer 
responsibility for packaging they receive and doesn’t unduly burden New York’s food and 
wine manufacturing businesses.

 Incen� vize more locally produced food purchases by public en� � es without values-
based purchasing requirements.

 Target federal and state infrastructure funding for rural roads, bridges and 
broadband.
