* The Public Television Broadcasting Advisory Council.

* The PA Quality Leadership Awards Council.

* The Small Business Advocacy Council within the Department of Community and
Economic Development.

* The Tobacco Use Prevention and Cessation Advisory Committee within the Department
of Health.

* The legislative representative for collective bargaining appointed under 71 Pa.C.S. §
2205.
